Directors Report 
  
I met with the board of selectmen on, Wednesday Jan. 7th We discussed the budget I have submitted to the 
town manager. This budget includes Elizabeth’s part time salary, and additional summer staff employee. 
Because Elizabeth’s only here 15 hours per week, we will be short one staff member during the summer. 
Although we are not required by law to have 10 staff, the summer program has never run with less than 10 
people.  We want to remain efficient in our best program available, and with out 10 staff we just couldn’t be 
as effective. 
The budget was passed with a majority vote of 3-1, but I was asked, by one selectmen, to make a list of 
events that are happening at the community center and submit it to them by wed. Please view the list given, 
and please feel free to add anything that you think is appropriate. Also I will be meeting with hem again next 
Wed. Jan. 28th at 5pm, to yet again review my budget. If anyone would like to be present please meet me at 
the community center at 4:45.
