            and Commissions.

Please know that at their meeting on March 9, 1992, the Board of Selectmen adopted the following policy regarding the application and appointment to Town Boards, Committees and Commissions for which the Board of Selectmen is the appointing authority:

Motion:  Mr. Jeffers      Second: Mrs. deSousa

“MOVE that the Board of Selectmen vote to set policy on applications and appointments to Town Boards, Committees and Commissions for which the Board of Selectmen is the appointing authority as follows:

a) All expired terms of office will be advertised as vacancies, and all members requesting to be reappointed must do so within the advertising period.

b) Board vacancies will be advertised by the Selectmen a minimum of four (4) weeks prior to the expiration of term for a minimum of two (2) weeks.

c) All applications received by the close of the Selectmen’s Agenda on which appointments will be made (noon on the Wednesday preceding meeting) will be considered.

d) Applications received will be kept on an active list for a period of one year from he date of the application.

e) Alternate Board Members wishing to be upgraded to a full member must file an application for that full member vacancy.

f) When there are fewer applicants than vacancies on a Board, the Selectmen will advertise the remaining vacancies for two (2) more weeks.

g) Upon the expiration of the sixty (60) day time limit the Board of Selectmen are allowed by Charter (§3-1-2 as amended) to fill a vacancy, the Board will notify the Town Moderator in writing, that the appointment has fallen to his/her jurisdiction.

h) The Secretary to the Board of Selectmen will provide the applicaiton information to the Board of Selectmen on the attached form.

Vote:      5  Yes,    Unanimous

This vote for the Board of Selectmen constitutes policy that takes effect with the date of the vote.  March 9, 1992.
